Nomination and Selection Process Outline: Member
Introduction
The Canadian Task Force on Preventive Health Care is soliciting nominations for individuals to serve as members.  We are seeking individuals who possess the required competencies, credentials and commitment to achieving the goals and mandate of the Task Force.  

Nomination Requirements  

To be considered, the following documents are required by the deadline date:

1) Nomination Form

A completed nomination form (see below) indicating contact information for the nominee as well as the nominator (name, title, organization, mailing address, telephone/fax numbers, and e-mail address), and confirmation that the nominee has been contacted, expressed serious interest, and have agreed to forward a copy of their curriculum vitae and the names of two references.

2) Curriculum Vitae and Names of References

A copy of the nominee's current curriculum vitae including: a list of citations for publications, articles, monographs or books; grant history; academic history and qualifications; committee or task group work experience; national or international presentations; leadership roles; and any awards/honors. The names and contact information of two individuals who have agreed to serve as references.

Additional Information

It would enhance the selection process if the nominator could forward a brief note indicating how the nominee matches the qualities and characteristics outlined below, and how he/she would contribute to the Task Force.  This note should also clarify the context in which the nominator knows the nominee.  

Deadline for Submission

For a candidate to be considered, all required documents must be submitted to the CTFPHC office by February 29, 2008.  Final decisions on the candidates will become available after May 1, 2008.

Expected Duties of Members

Members will be appointed to serve for a defined term with an option for re-appointment.  
Member duties include:

· Participation in the prioritization of topics for review and update

· Reviewing and preparing comments on systematic evidence reviews prior to discussing conclusions and recommendations at Task Force meetings

· Leading Topic Teams and liaising with evidence based practice centres on the method and results of the systematic reviews

· Drafting final recommendation and rationale documents for review topics on preventive services

· Participating in workgroups on specific topics or methods

· Presenting Task Force related topics and workshops at national and international conferences

· Attending three two-day meetings per year

Qualification Requirements

A nominee would be expected to demonstrate the following:

· Clinical expertise in disease prevention and health promotion of children and/or adults;

· Understanding of systematic evidence-based reviews and methodology;

· Experience in the critical evaluation of research;

· A demonstrated understanding of the application of synthesized evidence to clinical decision-making and/or policy;

· Ability to be rigorous but open-minded when reviewing and interpreting scientific evidence and associated recommendations   

· Exceptional interpersonal and communication skills; and 

· Ability to work collaboratively with peers.

Strongest consideration will be given to individuals who:

· Are well networked within the healthcare sector and/or are recognized for leadership within their field of expertise   

· Have a sound understanding of systematic evidence-based review research and methodology and its application to clinical practice

· Have successfully developed evidence-based guidelines and recommendations  

· Have a demonstrated capacity to collaborate

Individuals without a clinical background may be selected based on their expertise in methodological issues such as medical decision-making, clinical epidemiology, and health economics.

General Information

The CTFPHC is an independent scientific panel of experts in clinical prevention charged with rigorously evaluating the effectiveness and appropriateness of clinical preventive services and formulating recommendations for clinicians, policy-makers, and the public.

The CTFPHC strives to provide a bridge between research findings and clinical preventive practice and helps clinicians choose tests, counseling strategies and other preventive interventions of proven benefit and avoid those that lack demonstrated value.  Its recommendations inform clinicians (including physicians, nurses, and other health care practitioners), health care planners and policy makers and health care consumers.

The Task Force consists of 10 to 12 qualified members and will meet approximately three times per year.  Should additional meetings or conference calls be necessary, members are expected to make every effort to participate. Between meetings the Task Force will conduct business by telephone, e-mail, or other electronic means as required.
